Rainwater Harvesting System
Operating & Installation Instructions

Complete System

The complete Rain Return Rain Water Harvesting System comprises of 3 components.
1. Rain-Return Pre-packaged pump pit with pump and plumbing installed inside the pit

2. Rain-Return Pump Controller
3. Rain-Return Level Control Switch
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Packaged Pump Pit Installation & Operation

Position & Location
The Packaged Pump Pit is installed similar to a storm-water junction pit in the last
available position where all drains meet as a common drain (See Figure 1)

Connection To Drains

After excavating a hole large enough the install the pit make a gap in the drain to insert
the pit. The Inlet and Outlet holes for the drain should be installed with a hole saw or Jig
Saw (As per Detail 1)

Pump Discharge

Install the pump discharge line from the Packaged Pump Pit to the rain water storage
tank. It is recommended that the discharge be installed into the strainer of the storage
tank to keep debris entering. Do not reduce the discharge size. Increase the discharge
size to the next pipe size on runs longer than 50M. Maximum length 100M

Electrical Conduit Minimum Size 50MM

A 50mm electrical Conduit connector is provided with the packaged system. This is the
size of the conduit that must be installed. The use of long radius bends will enable the
pump lead and plug to be drawn through the conduit. Install the conduit from the Pump
Pit to the Rain-Return Pump Controller Max. length of 9.5M. It is recommended that the
conduit terminate within 200mm of the controller to protect the pump cable. Ensure that
any excess power supply cable within the pump pit is cable tied to avoid interference
with the pump float. (Important: system warrantee will be void if incorrect conduit sizes are used)

Warning AS Wiring regulations state that cabling installed in the ground not
below concrete paving must be a minimum of 0.5M.

Cabling installed in the ground below concrete paving must be a minimum of
0.3M.

Please check with you local authorities for area requirements.

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Controller Installation & Operation

The controller must be located within 2 metres of the power supply.

Note: Float switch cable come in 10, 20 30M lengths The cable length will determine how far
the controller can be installed from the storage tank. Allow a few metres for the installation of
the level control switch in the tank. (See Detail 2)

The control box must be mounted on a solid vertical surface utilising the mounting brackets
on the control box.

Connect the power in lead to the power
Supply turn on to test operation.
(The power on LED will illuminate).

Plug the float level lead into the control box
where marked.

Check operation of the system

operation by manually raising and
lowering the float at the preset (300mm)
weighted cable position on the drop cable.
This test will turn the Controller on & off
with .
an audible click sound. (See Detail 3). Detail 2

Float Level Switch Operation & Installation

The float level switch is designed to hang vertically
inside the tank. Once the desired turn off level

is established the float cable is secured at the top
of tank with a zip or cable tie.

For protection the float cable and plugs can be
inserted inside electrical conduit.
MINIMUM CONDUIT SIZE 40MM.

IMPORTANT:
Make sure the system stops before the over flow
level is reached in the rain water storage tank.

2. DITB hereby warrants in accordance with and
subject to the provisions herein contained, your unit
against defects in material and workmanship under
normal use and service only when properly installed
and connected for a period of 12 months or 500
hours operation ( which ever occurs first ), from the
date of purchase of new equipment to the original
owner and used in the original installation.  In the
event of a breakdown or failure of your unit or part
there of, within the period of 12 months or 500 hours
which prevents normal working, the Company will, if
your unit is returned to the DTB country distributor or
by permission to their agent, repair the breakdown or
failure and replace any defective part free of
charge. Freight charges to and from us, and both
wawys risk of loss or damage will be your responsibility.
If new or replacement parts are supplied for in field
replacement work, any labour or fravelling charges
will be your responsibility. Spare parts are normally
stocked for a period of 5 years and generally
stocked for the life of the unit.

usage of other than the Companies parts, operation
on voltages or frequencies other than indicated on
the rating plate, incorrectly set voltage regulator,
electrical fusion, lightning, or by force majure. This
warranty is an exclusive warranty and is in lieu of all
other warranties and conditions, expressed or implied,
whether statutory or otherwise.
